Happenings is the name given to a series of reflections and spiritual exer-

cises used in the context of a school lesson or youth group.  Using everyday 

objects, music and story as focus points the children and young people are 

encouraged to think and reflect upon their lives as the leader guides them 

through each topic.  

Over the past year I have developed around 15 of these happenings and 

they have been used in a number of different contexts at both secondary 

and primary school.   They last around 10 -15 minutes depending on numbers 

and the interaction of the group.  I have usually conducted around three 

reflections in the context of a lesson. Shells, focuses upon the need for 

forgiveness as a daily action, in both giving and receiving forgiveness for 

ourselves.  I offer the image of a beach and the tide which comes in and 

out twice a day, clearing away everything and making it fresh and new.  Je-

susõ action upon the cross offers forgiveness and washes away our wrongdo-

ing.  The children and young people bring their shell forward to a table as 

music is being played in an act of forgiveness.  Other visual aids include 

Logs, Ice cubes, Rope, bubbles.  They have been very well received at local 

schools and groups.
